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When a young Indian boy called Saroo ends up trapped
on an empty train, he is transported 1,600 kilometres
away from his home. Surviving the streets of Kolkata,
he is eventually adopted by a couple in the Australian
island of Tasmania. Years later, as a university student,
Saroo becomes desperate to retrace his steps and find
the family he was separated from as a boy. Lion is a
film which provokes important questions around
identity, cultural heritage and the ethics of adoption.
